Home Modification Funds for People Enrolled in Money Follows the Person

The Virginia Department of Medical Assistance Services has partnered with the Virginia Department of Housing and Community Development (DHCD) to provide a total of $1,500,000 for home modifications for persons participating in Virginia’s Money Follows the Person (MFP) demonstration program.  These funds are available if an individual requires home modifications prior to their discharge from a facility or if an individual’s home modification costs exceed the $5,000 Medicaid Waiver environmental modification benefit.  In order to make these home modifications available to MFP participants, DHCD has agreements with five Centers for Independent Living (CIL) to channel these funds. 

To qualify for these funds, the individual transitioning must:

· Be enrolled in the Money Follows the Person program and have a transition plan

· Need home modifications that must be made before they transition or the modification must total more than $5,000 after their discharge

· Agree to have the modification completed by a Medicaid environmental modification provider

To initiate eligibility for these DHCD funds, the individual’s Medicaid case manager or transition coordinator will:

· Contact one of the CILs listed below to receive guidance

· Provide the individual with a list of Medicaid environmental modification providers that serve the geographical area

· Coordinate with the CIL to obtain quotes for the needed environmental modification

· FOR POST-DISCHARGE REQUESTS ONLY:  Develop and submit Medicaid documentation for the approved prior authorization request for the Medicaid environmental  modification benefit and provide a copy of this documentation to the CIL

The CIL will:

· Complete and submit documentation required by DHCD

· Request and review bids from providers selected by the individual

· Document that the work has been satisfactorily completed

· Authorize and pay environmental modification provider
