Welcome and Introductions
Chairperson Karen Michalski-Karney called the meeting to order at 12:06 pm. Individuals present introduced themselves.

Public Comment
Chairperson Karen Michalski-Karney asked for public comments. There were no public comments. 

Consideration of Minutes
Do to not having a quorum the minutes from the August 3, 2016 meeting weren’t approved. Approval of the August 3, 2016 meeting minutes will be moved to the March 22, 2017 meeting.

Medicaid MLTSS
Terry Smith from the Department of Medical Assistance Services presented on the Commonwealth Coordinated Care Plus program. She gave an overview of the program and how it will be beneficial to clients. The program is scheduled to be implemented July 2017. 

Prior Authorization for Medicaid Waiver Services
Andrea Browman and Senthia Barlow from the Department of Medical Assistance Services gave an overview of KEPRO, DMAS’ prior authorization vendor. Ms. Browman also gave an overview of the steps involved when a provider or consumer is asked to provide additional information, when a consumer has been denied services and the appeal process.

Waiver Redesign Update
Connie Cochran from the Department Behavioral Health and Development Services and Ann Bevan from Department of Medical Assistance Services, provided an update on the implementation of the new Medicaid DD waivers for individuals with developmental disabilities. Mr. Cochran gave an overview of each phase of the waiver redesign and what phase the department is currently in. DBHDS and DMAS are seeking input on the waiver final regulations. By March 2019 the department has to be in compliance with the CMS home and community based settings rule.

Other Business
The Commission was given a list of all of the upcoming meeting dates in 2017. All meetings will be held at DARS central office.

Catherine Harrison gave a brief update on WIOA. Pre-Employment Transition Services for Students with Disabilities may include students that aren’t DARS clients. This allows students to start thinking about what they want to do after graduating and allows students to receive services earlier than waiting until closer to graduating time. Also due to WIOA regulations DARS has to spend 15% of VR money on Pre-ETS services. DARS is also looking at how employment outcomes are defined. WIOA requires that for a successful closure an individual must be employed in competitive, integrated employment. 

Catherine Harrison introduced the newest member to the Division of Policy and Legislative Affairs, Lisette Carbajal. Ms. Carbajal will be working with the Commission on ideas for the upcoming 2017 meeting agendas. Some of the ideas the Commission suggested are transportation, housing, education and employment. Karen Michalski-Karney suggested that the transportation board should be contacted to see if someone would be able to come and talk at the March 22, 2017 meeting. Debe Fults asked if it would be possible to have the Community Intergration team come and talk at one of the Commission upcoming meetings.

The next meeting will be held on March 22, 2017 at DARS central office.
