Welcome and Introductions
Linda Wyatt (Chair) called the meeting of the Community Integration Advisory Commission (CIAC) to order and asked all in attendance to introduce themselves. 

No Public Comment
Consideration of minutes from December 8, 2011 CIAC meeting

Motion made to accept minutes as read from the meeting. Minutes were properly moved and seconded as printed.  Minutes approved.
Agency Restructuring
Liz Smith, from DRS, gave an overview of legislation designed to create a new state agency consisting of DRS, the Virginia Department for the Aging (VDA), and components of DSS.  The new state agency will be known as the Department for Aging and Rehabilitative Services (DARS) effective July 1, 2012.  Beginning July 1, 2013 the Department of Social Services Adult Services and Adult Protective Serves units will also merge with the new agency.  
Money Follows the Person
Ramona Schaeffer, from DMAS, provided an overview and an update on activities surrounding the Money Follows the Person (MFP) project.  MFP seeks to rebalance Virginia’s Medicaid system from an institutional bias to one that supports community living. 

General Assembly Session Review
Catherine Harrison (DRS) reviewed legislation introduced during the 2012 General Assembly session as well as the current state of the budget bills.  Some of the topics discussed included:
· Budget amendments:

· the allocation of $30 million FY 13 to Behavioral Health and Developmental Services Trust Fund 
· Modify limits in the children’s mental health program: language- allow transition to support families up to one year after discharge

· Restore funding for service providers

· House added 200 ID waiver slots in addition to those outlined in the DOJ settlement along with 50 DD waiver slots 
· 3rd party payments to AG providers 

· Disability Commission sunset and workgroups
· VOPA moving toward  private/non private entity
· AT provided by school system allowed to follow the child
· Employment First
· HB 270 (Peace) – Public guardianship and conservator program, VDA to adopt person centered practices (this was a recommendation from the CIAC to the Governor)

Teresa Champion updated the Commission on legislation pursued by the autism community including:  (1) licensure of applied behavior analysts and  (2) training requirements for school aides (school bus aides, lunch aides, classroom aide) working with children diagnosed with an ASD.  
Department of Justice (DOJ) Settlement
An overview and update on the Department of Justice settlement was given by the Commissioner of the Department of Behavioral Health and Developmental Services (DBHDS), Jim Stewart.  Judge Gibney signed a temporary order and is soliciting additional public input from stakeholders.
Recommendations to the Governor

· The motion was made, seconded and approved by the Commission to recommend to the Governor sustaining funding for the Behavioral Health and Developmental Services Trust Fund with an additional $30million GF for FY 14 and to continue that funding into the next biennium budget.  
Recommendation to Implementation Team
· The motion was made, seconded, and approved to request an assessment by the Community Integration Implementation Team (CIIT) of the status of services in different parts of the state to identify gaps in services.
