Welcome and Introductions
Chairperson Karen Michalski-Karney called the meeting to order at 11:05 am.  Members of the Commission introduced themselves, including new appointees John Health and Bonnie O’Day.  

Public Comment
Chair asked if there were any public comments. There were no public comments.


Consideration of Minutes
Minutes from the June 11, 2014 meeting were approved.

Money Follows the Person (MFP) Update
Ramona Schaeffer from the Department of Medical Assistance Services (DMAS), provided an update on current MFP numbers and the most recent survey results.  Questions were asked involving reinstitutionalizations, cost benefit analysis of MFP, coverage of environmental modifications etc.
  
Commonwealth Coordinated Care
Sarah Broughton, DMAS, provided an overview and update on the Commonwealth Coordinated Care (CCC) program.  CCC is Virginia’s newly implemented pilot for certain individuals eligible for both Medicaid and Medicare.  Regions and enrollment numbers were reviewed along with case examples.  Tammie Whitlock, also from DMAS, answered additional questions as well.

Working Lunch – Olmstead Strategic Plan
Catherine Harrison reviewed proposed updates to the Olmstead Strategic Plan.   Commission members are to send any comments they have to staff by August 20 to ensure that the Community Integration Implementation Team has time to review their comments.  

SB 627 Workgroup
Ms. Harrison apprised the Commission regarding the most recent meeting of the SB 627 workgroup.  With a motion from Ms. O’Day and a second from Mr. Brandt, the Commission approved sending a letter to the Governor, copying Commissioner Ferguson, supporting closing the training centers in the plan originally approved by DBHDS, which includes the closure of NVTC in 2015, and incorporating funds used for the training centers into the provision of community based care. Ms. Ess abstained from the vote.

In addition the Commission approved sending a letter to Commissioner Ferguson expressing their concern that the recent General Assembly approved waiver slots have not yet been released.  (Motion made by Ms. McCrobie, Second by Mr. Heath)

2015 General Assembly Session
The Commission discussed possible legislative and budget recommendations for Governor McAuliffe.  Ms. Harrison provided a brief overview of previous recommendations.  With a motion from Ms. McCrobie and a second from Mr. Morgan the Commission approved sending the following recommendations to the Governor:
1) Allow a third independent living setting to be covered under the Auxiliary Grant program
2) Allow former or current residents of nursing facilities, training centers, and state mental health facilities to serve in the slots currently reserved for current residents on the CIAC and extend the Commission sunset date for three years
3) Fund the DHCD environmental modifications program for MFP participants transitioning from institutions
4) Fund ID and DD waiver slots at a level to keep up with the timeline outlined in the DOJ settlement

By-Laws FOIA Update
Ms. Harrison updated the Commission on recent Freedom of Information Act (FOIA) changes that need to be reflected in the Commission’s by-laws.  Proposed changes, including situations and procedures when individual members may participate remotely, were discussed.  Changes cannot be voted on until the December 2 meeting.

Other Business
The next Commission meeting is scheduled for December 2, 2014.
