Welcome and Introductions
Chairperson Karen Michalski-Karney called the meeting to order at 12:05 am.  Members of the Commission introduced themselves.

Work Incentives
Dr. Joe Ashley and David Leon (DARS)

Dr. Ashley and Mr. Leon discussed the dual approach to employment and self sufficiency for clients on SSI/SSDI.  Information was provided regarding work incentives and resources available in the community to assist individuals in attaining  and retaining employment while being able to keep benefits that are essential to living in the community.  Fear of losing benefits can be a major barrier to employment for many and the resources available in the community can educate individuals on what their options are and safeguards within the system that allow them to go back to work.  There were several questions from the Commission regarding work incentives.

State Dementia Activities
Charlotte Arbogast DARS

Ms. Arbogast provided an overview of dementia and activities in Virginia.  She also discussed resources within Virginia.


Education Services for Individuals with Disabilities
John Eisenberg, DOE
Mr. Eisenberg provided an overview of special education in Virginia, including trends in enrollment and types of disabilities.  He also discussed the dynamic between the localities and the state and the implementation of regulations regarding the use of restraint and seclusion in schools.  He indicated that it could be a multi year process and that they were forming a committee to begin work this summer.  Multiple questions were asked by the Commission including reasonable accommodations for drivers education.

· Housing Opportunities:  Housing opportunities for individuals in the DOJ target population were reviewed including Housing Choice VA and the recently released housing vouchers from VHDA.  In addition, Ms. Harrison discussed the recent 100 day challenge under the Rapid Results model that is being launched in the Richmond, Tidewater, and Northern Virginia areas which is designed to break down local barriers and increase independent housing opportunities for the DOJ target population.
