Welcome and Introductions
Chairperson Karen Michalski-Karney called the meeting to order at 12:00. Individuals present and on the phone introduced themselves.

Public Comment
Chairperson Karen Michalski-Karney asked for public comments. There were no public comments. 

Consideration of Minutes
The minutes from the November 30, 2016 meeting were unanimously approved. Do to not having a quorum the minutes from the August 3, 2016 meeting were to be voted on at the March 22, 2017. A correction needs to be made to the August 3, 2016 minutes. Under Election of New Officers, Debe Fults last name was misspelled. The correction will be made. The August 3, 2016 minutes will be voted on at the May 31, 2017 meeting.

VHDA and DBHDS Housing Update
Eric Leabough and Elizabeth Seward presented on the housing update. They gave an overview of the settlement agreement target population, VA’s plan to increase independent living options, the resources being used to support the settlement agreement targeted population, compliance timeline and number of housing options needed over the next few years.

2017 General Assembly Session Overview
Catherine Harrison provided a handout and a brief overview of the budget language and the bills that are of interest to the Commission that were passed in the 2017 General Assembly Session. The Governor included in his budget money for consumer directed personal assistants to receive over time. The General Assembly took the money out during their session. A motion was made by Lynnie McCrobie and seconded by Matthew Shapiro that a letter be written to the Governor. The letter should include thanking the Governor for putting money into his budget for this issue, and asking that $100,000 be allocated to DMAS to develop an exemption for emergency policy.  The motion was passed unanimously.

Strategy Session
After lengthy discussion the council decided that Karen Michalski-Karney, Catherine Harrison, and Lisette Carbajal will have a conference call to discuss the direction the commission wants to take on the possibility of revising the Olmstead Strategic Plan and adding additional work groups to the Community Integration team. The team will be having their next meeting on April 4, 2017.


Other Business
Tameka Burroughs suggested having a representative from the Department of Education come and speak about restraint and seclusion in schools. Susan Elmore suggested having a representative from the Virginia Department of Emergency Management come and speak about what is being done at the state and local levels for evacuation plans for individuals with disabilities in case of an emergency. Ed Turner suggested having a letter written and either the Commissioner or Kathy Hayfield come and speak on how DARS will be moving forward on using long term employment dollars for LTESS funds.


The meeting was adjourned at 3:40 pm.
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
