Welcome and Introductions
Chairperson Matthew Shapiro called the meeting to order at 11:10 am and welcomed all members. Individuals present introduced themselves.  

Public Comment
Chairperson Matthew Shapiro asked for public comments. There were no public comments. 

Consideration of Minutes
Patrick Hickey made a motion, seconded by Ed Turner, and passed unanimously to approve the minutes from the March 26, 2019 meeting.
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Update on the DOJ Settlement Agreement
Jenni Schodt with the Department of Behavioral Health and Developmental Services presented to the Commission an update of the DOJ Settlement Agreement.  Currently the Independent Reviewer’s 14th report is due for release on June 13, 2019 and posted on the DBHDS website. The Independent Reviewer recently conducted five comprehensive studies on areas such as case management, children residing in nursing facilities and large ICFs, effectiveness of crisis services, independent housing and individual and family support program and family guidelines. The results from the comprehensive studies can be found on DBHDS website. She also talked about efforts within DBHDS to increase supported employment for individuals with disabilities. 

Working Lunch: Update on the 2019 Olmstead Strategic Plan 
Charlotte Arbogast with the Department for Aging and Rehabilitative Services presented to the Commission the status from the recent meeting of the Community Integration Implementation Team.  The team met on May 8, 2019. Representatives from sixteen agencies participated in the meeting. The main update to the plan was adding to the appendix to show all of the activities and accomplishments from 2018 and 2019. The official due date is August 31, 2019 and once the plan has been finalized it will be posted to the website.
 
Legislative and Budget Recommendations to the Governor
After discussion among members, new recommendations to the Governor for 2019 identified by the CIAC are to increase Medicaid rates for consumer directed personal care, agency-directed personal care, and private duty nursing services and to study or explore opportunities to expand access to transportation for all Virginians with disabilities and older adults. The Commission also decided to include three recommendations from 2018, which included a five percent increase in rental assistance to individuals with disabilities, a $250,000 increase in funding for Centers for Independent Living, and ensuring state agency websites are accessible for all Virginians. The Commission also to send the letter of recommendation for the Governor to other boards and commissions such as the Virginia Board for People with Disabilities, State Rehabilitation Council, Disability Commission, Statewide Independent Living Council, and the CIIT member agencies. Ed Turner made a motion, seconded by Sandra Cook, and passed unanimously to approve the Chair to send a letter with the recommendations from the Commission to the Governor. Daphne Stanley made a motion, seconded by Tameka Burroughs, and passed unanimously to also send the letter to the Governor to other the other identified boards and commissions.

CIAC Wrap-Up 
On behalf of DARS and the Commissioner, Deputy Commissioner for the Division for Community Living Marcia DuBois offered a few words of support and congratulations to the Commission on the work the Commission has done over the years. The Commission will sunset on June 30, 2019.
