Welcome and Introductions
CIAC Chairperson Matthew Shapiro called the meeting to order at 9:00 am and welcomed members. Individuals present and on the phone introduced themselves. Jack Brandt made a motion, seconded by Renee Allen and passed unanimous to approve members joining by phone.

Public Comment
Chairperson Matthew Shapiro asked for public comments. There were no public comments. 

Selection of Chair for the Ad-Hoc Committee on Strategy
Chairperson Matthew Shapiro asked if anyone would like to be the Chair for the Ad-Hoc Committee on Strategy. Jack Brandt volunteered to be the Chair and then led the remainder of the meeting.  


Review of CIAC Code Sections, 2007 Executive Directive, and Olmstead Strategic Plan
The purpose of the Ad-Hoc Committee is to review the Executive Directive, review roles and responsibilities of the CIAC and CIIT, and identify and offer recommendations around areas for improvement.  

Chairperson Jack Brandt gave a brief history on the establishment of Olmstead Strategic Plan and Executive Directive 6. After reviewing Executive Directive 6 it was found that a lot of the agencies listed were no longer in existence, have merged with another agency, or moved to different Secretariats. The Olmstead Strategic Plan should be updated and submitted each year by August 31st. The plan was not updated or submitted by August 31, 2018 due to the CIIT not being able to meet. The Committee decided that another meeting was needed before the full CIAC meeting on November 28, 2018. This will allow each member more time to review the Executive Directive, and come back with suggestions, ideas, etc. The Code Section was not discussed because it was not included in the charge from the full CIAC. 

Chairperson Jack Brandt suggested that he would start to draft a document based on the conversation of the Committee members. He feels that it will help each member have a clear idea of what is needed and each person be able to respond better to something that is written up. The Committee agreed to Jack Brandt going ahead and drafting a document. If any Committee member has any thoughts, questions, needed more information, etc. to contact Charlotte Arbogast. Charlotte will send out an email to committee members as to dates for the second committee meeting. Looking at possible meeting the week of October 22 – October 24.
