Welcome and Introductions

Linda Wyatt (Chair) called the meeting of the Community Integration Advisory Commission (CIAC) - Community Integration Implementation Team (CIIT) to order and asked all in attendance to introduce themselves. 

Strategic Plan Status
An update on the status of the Olmstead Strategic Plan was provided by Catherine Harrison.  A brief history of why the groups were meeting and work that has been done in 2012 was provided.

Issues and Solutions 

Last year the Team approved the Strategic Plan as an interim document with the understanding that it will be rewritten this year.
· Looked at resources currently available to recreate a workable easy to understand document.  
· Decided to start to work on VBPD assessment.  
· Consolidated issues into 3 groups and brought on staff with expertise in certain areas: Community Living and Supports, Housing, Employment and Community Engagement.  
· Tried to address solutions that would be the body of report then address the larger issues then break down into smaller detailed issues.  
The CIAC and CIIT went through the five main issues identified by the Team workgroups under the categories of community living supports, housing, and employment and community engagement.  Each issue and identified possible solutions were discussed seeking input and suggestions from the Commission.  Many good and thoughtful comments were received however two main themes tended to resound throughout the conversation:

1) There is a need to assess our current responsibilities and requirements and find out why they are not being met.

2) The need and importance of choice, recognizing that risk is inherent with any choice and the dignity it provides.

The Commission and Team should send additional comments (including ideas about how to accomplish these items, ie addressing problems with the UAI) to Catherine Harrison by June 22, 2012.
