Welcome and Introductions: 
Carter Harrison called the meeting of the Community Integration Advisory Commission (CIAC) to order and asked all in attendance to introduce themselves.

Approval of September 2010 Meeting Minutes

The September 15, 2009 draft Meeting Minutes could not be voted on, as the group did not constitute a quorum. 

Members were encouraged to fill out financial disclosure forms, which are due by January 1, 2011. Conflict of Interest training can be done online. Theresa Preda will provide a link to the online training.

Website: Members were encouraged to review the website, and provide feedback to Theresa Preda who will update and clean up the Site.

Workgroup assignments were not made, as Gubernatorial appointments are not completed. However the following four workgroups will be established for the upcoming year. Each group will be staffed by Theresa Preda and each will include several Team Members as well as up to two Commission Members. Workgroups will also include other stakeholders.

· Guardianship 

· Auxiliary Grant Portability 

· Family Members as Caregivers 

· Money Follows the Person Monitoring 

Carter Harrison was asked to do a presentation for the Disability Commission. Through the Commission and at Commissioner Rothrock’s suggestion the CIAC (staff Theresa Preda) will compile statistics on costs associated with institutions vs. community based services, which will be made available to legislators. The time frame will be 2011-2012

Money Follows the Person Update-- Jason Rachel
Jason provided an MFP update including MFP Enrollment figures as of November 15, 2010. As of that date there are 255 enrollees, 188 transitional, and 75 developing a plan. The breakdown of categories are included in Jason’s Power Point available through Jason as well as Theresa Preda

Performance is not as good as it should be, actual numbers do not meet current MFP goals.

On June 24, CMS approved Virginia’s request for administrative funding to support MFP activities, which includes additional staffing at both DMA’s and DBHDS, training, marketing, and travel.CMS also made a Site Visit to Virginia in November.

HUD Vouchers
Virginia received 436 Category 1 Housing Choice Vouchers. This was the third highest in the country and can be credited to local Center for Independent Living involvement with Public Housing Authorities (PHAs) during the application process

MDS 3.0 Section Q now requires nursing facilities to ask individuals if they wish to live in the community. This process will continue and DMAS (MFP) has received a grant to expand Aging and Disability Resource Center’s (ADRC) survey of people currently living in nursing homes who want the option to live in the community.

Strategic Plan
Commission Members discussed updating the Strategic Plan extensively and opted out of going through the document page by page to make changes at this time. The discussion centered on whether to develop a new document or to work with the current document. The group directed Theresa Preda to work with the existing document and 1) organize and archive items that have been accomplished2) change terminology to reflect terms normally associated with planning documents to include “Expectations” now will be referred to as “Goals”, Strategies” will become Objectives, “Implementation Actions” will become Action Steps, and “ Measurable Outcomes” will stay the same. 3) Replace “Obey the Law” with ensure compliance within the document.

Theresa Preda will update the document as directed and email it to Carter Harrison for review by January 12. The draft changes will also be emailed to Commission Members with comments sent to Theresa. Implementation Team Members will have the opportunity to review draft changes at their upcoming meeting. The CIAC will finalize changes at their next meeting, to be followed be a public comment period.
