Welcome and Introductions

Harrison gave a brief report of the meeting that he and Preda conducted with Keith Hare [Deputy Secretary, Health and Human Services] at the end of May, 2011.  Deputy Secretary Hare reviewed current negotiations with the Department of Justice.  He said that probable resolution would forthcoming by late summer.  Deputy Secretary Hare would like to meet with Harrison and Preda [or staff] periodically to keep abreast of the activities of the Commission and Team.
Workgroup Reports
Guardianship Workgroup

Kathy Miller reported that the group has held 2 meetings.  The workgroup reviewed Guardianship legislation to ensure that Person Centered Planning was a part of both the Code and current practices.  The group developed recommendations for specific Code changes regarding Guardianship and for language change within the Guardianship contracting process, some of which is already effective. The Partnership will provide training to Guardianship contractors in August on Person Centered Planning.
Information has been shared with Guardianship providers who are supportive, but are interested in how a proposed complaint/grievance process would work.

Money Follows the Person Monitoring Workgroup
The Workgroup explored the following three questions:

1. Why is MFP enrollment low? 
2. What do we know about why people are not leaving institutions?

3. What needs to be improved to result in a more positive impact on MFP-related transitions? 
The workgroup will focus on the following issues: 
· The development and awareness of integrated living options 
· Researching the Minimum Data Sets (MDS) Section Q referral process to determine its effectiveness

· Improving training about MFP provided to the MDS, Section Q local contact agencies
· Improving availability of transportation in rural areas
· Researching availability and provision of specialized services to people with developmental disabilities and people with mental health needs in nursing facilities

· Researching the availability of mental health services to people who are transitioning from nursing facilities
Family Members as Caregivers Workgroup
Rachel suggested that request be made to assign a policy analyst to examine family members as caregivers before concept is approved.

Brown made a motion that a request be made to the Commissioners of DRS and DMAS that they each assign a policy analyst to review this practice in other States.

Preda started discussion around what to use to start a new program, using a matrix to identify gap.  Discussion about other states ability to make auxiliary grants portable.  Harrison suggested that the Workgroup begin to look at Foster Care for Adults grant portability.

MFP Update
Rachel presented a Money Follows the Person update, regarding program enrollment and activity.  There was an ongoing discussion on the slow process and resolutions that could be implemented to move consumers into the community in a more expedient manner.  Rachel also acknowledged this problem and stated that the MFP Advisory group would be dealing with the issue also.

Director of Community Integration full time position was discussed and a timeline for filling the position was presented.

Marcia DuBois provided a brief update on the Governor’s Housing Policy Initiatives, Building Code recommendations & Virginia’s Blueprint for Livable Communities.
Heidi Dix—Assistant Commissioner, DBHDS gave a brief update on the current DOJ negotiations from her Department’s perspective. She highlighted the following:
· There have been active discussions with DOJ since March

· DOJ found that DBHDS failed to provide services in the most integrated setting

· Part of the problem is that doesn’t have sufficient enough  waiver slots

· Discharge planning is flawed/takes too long

· Virginia has a high risk for institutionalization

· Negotiations and active resolutions are ongoing
