Welcome and Introductions
Carter Harrison called the meeting of the Community Integration Advisory Commission (CIAC) to order and asked all in attendance to introduce themselves and share their interests as members of the Commission.

Public Comment
Mary-Margaret Cash read a letter from a young man who participated in Partners in Policymaking, a training program sponsored by the Virginia Board for People with Disabilities.  Copies were distributed to each Commission member. 
Approval of December 2010 Meeting Minutes
Charlie Brown made a motion to approve the December 2, 2010 draft meeting minutes.  Minutes were approved.  
Linda Wyatt shared an update on her brother who has moved from an institution to a facility in Durham, N.C.  and is now moving back to the community of Roanoke.  He will be moving into a home facilitated by the VHDA MicroBoard Program.  She thanked Bill Fuller for helping to facilitate the process.  Theresa Preda asked Linda to write a story about her brother’s transition for the Olmstead website.

Theresa reported that she has been meeting with the DRS Webmaster regarding changes to the current Olmstead website.  A draft of the website will be available shortly which can be reviewed by only Commission members.
Legislative Update
Carter gave a brief legislative update on bills of interest to Commission members.  A more extensive explanation was provided via handouts.  Carter encouraged Commission members to share other legislative successes on an ongoing basis.  
Money Follows the Person Update-- Jason Rachel

Jason provided an MFP update including enrollment figures as of March 2011, and a brief overview of MFP for new members prior to presenting handout.  There was ongoing discussion on the sometimes slow process of MFP and how consumers in areas not covered by providers were being served.  New members asked many questions and Jason acknowledged some new staff and directions for the
MFP program.

Commissioner’s Comments

Commissioner Rothrock gave an update on the current status of both the CIAC and the Team.  He acknowledged that due to the recent Department of Justice [DOJ] findings, Virginia was at a crossroads.  He encouraged the Commission to keep moving forward with their work.  He also suggested that the Commission provide input as the DOJ findings are worked through and settlements are made.
Strategic Plan

Commission members reviewed each section of the Comprehensive Cross-Governmental Strategic Plan.  Specific focus was given to the proposed updates which were completed by Theresa and submitted to Carter.  Commission members reviewed each section of the Plan separately, made changes, directed Theresa to add or delete specific items, and voted on the changes within each section.   The Plan will be updated as directed, and given to the Team for review, and the Commission will finalize updates at the June meeting.
Update from the Virginia Secretary of Health and Human Resources

Matt Cobb, HHR Deputy Secretary, gave an update on the recent DOJ findings and potential responses to the findings.  He made reference to the following areas associated with the findings:
· There are truly not enough community based service options

· Both DOJ and the Commonwealth are concerned about discharge services

· Both DOJ and the Commonwealth agree that there are not a sufficient number of respite or crisis intervention services in place for people to transition

· The Commonwealth will be exploring whether  we need more waivers, and if they need to be restructured
Matt noted that Virginia will begin negotiations with DOJ later in March, but anticipate that it will be a long process.  At issue are Training Centers, rather than hospitals.  Matt also encouraged the group to send their ideas to the Secretary.  Ideas can be sent Theresa, who will compile these to submit to the Secretary’s office.
